Praying for Our Local Fire Department:

Ask God to see that each department has the equipment it needs to do its job
and save lives. Ask God to protect them and keep them safe.

Ask God to give them wisdom and quick judgement.

Pray for firefizhters who have been affected from having seen things no one
should have to see.

Ask the Spuit to empower the Chnstian influence of believers as they relate
with fellow firefighters who don’t vet know the Lord.

Pray for firefighters who don’t vet know the Lord to be saved.

Praving for Those Worldng to Dig Out of Poverty:

Pray for the talented student in school who swims upstream {against pressure

of lus family and peers) to study bard and to succead.

Prav for the parents who are tving to train their cluldren to live a better, more
responsible life.

Pray for those with dreams=, but not the skills. o be connected with those whoe
can help them develop the skills they need.

Azk God to show them a clear path forwrard.

Pray for those who succeed to not learn the wrong lesson from that expenence
- of zelf-reliance - but rather of dependence upon the Lord.
Pray that they may find godly mentors.

Prairing for Sendor Adult: m Our Community:

Pray for the widowed. Pray for their comfort.

Pray for those who are homebound with no family to check on them or whose
famulies neglect them.

Ask the Father to sustain those who are Ius people, but lonely.

Ask the Holy Spant to prompt Chrstian neighbors when they need to minister
and show them how to do so.

Pray that Chnstian retrees, who stll have thewr health will make these years
count for Christ.

Pray for those who are lost, with little tome left, to be saved.

Praying for Church AMemebers in Our Community:

Pray that God will work in each behiever to be farthful m supporting their
churches m attendance, giving, and spurtaally.
Aszk God to give each Chnstan the desire to get into the Word.

Pray that the Hely Spint will work in those who merely attend church - that
He wnll prompt them to become mnvolved in the massion of the church

Pray for more and more church members to become Chiistian witnesszes.
Ask the Lord to put fresh fire into the hearts of believers o, that as they zo to
church, thev brng the fire into the room with them.

Pray for the Counry Commission

Pray for God to raise up wise and zodly people to run for office and to win the
seats where that 1= not the case.

Pray for the commissioners to work well together.

Pray that God will guide the Commissioners in getting the most efficient ser-
vices with hmited fundmg and resources.

Ask God to protect elected officials and county emplovees from temptation,
mcluding in areas of cormpton. Pray that the Lord will show them how to
make our county atfractive to the nght businesses and to new residents.

Ask God to puide them to creative seluttons as needed.

Praving for Chriztian Beneveolence Ministries in Qur Area:

Ask God to bless the work of those mmvolved in commumity food banks and
clothes closets in the communaty.

Ask the Lord to gmde the leaders and volunteers in knowing how to help peo-
ple. but without enabling them to contnue i a hife of dependency.

Pray for the clients of these crgamzations, that God will awaken in them a
desire for a more responsible hfestvle, when needed. Some people have mere-
Iy hit a rare rough patch. They work hard but ciroumstances hit them sudden-
Iy and hard.

Aszk God to help them to know 1t"s OK to accept this assistance.

Aszk God to provide the resources to help everyone who truly need it

Pray for the workers to be empowered as loving witmesses for Chnst.
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Day 13
Praving for Single Mothers:

Pray for smgle mothers who feel like they are drownmg as they work and
take care of thew children.

Ask the Father to give them wisdom. If there 15 an estranged husband whose
repentance could improve the simation, prav that the Lord wall work power-
fully m hum. Otherwise, ask the Lord would send godly men as a good mflu-
snce in the bves of her chuldren. Some will be tempted to zettle for any man
who can take some of that pressure off of her. Aszk God to protect her from
the temptation to “settle”

Prav she will not feel so overwhelmed that she won't seek first the Eing-

dom.

*  Pray that the Lord would provide the needs of her famaly.

*  Pray that the Holy Spot would guide her in planming finances and meals and
getting each child where that child peeds to be.

Dav 14

Praving for Spiritual Growth of Chriztians in Our Community:

Pray that each behever will have a strong devotional life with Bible Study
and prayer that “fills their tank " Pray that those who don’t have good devo-
tional life will be prompted to get started i Bible study and prayer.

Pray that more and more believers m our comnmmity will be filled with the
Holy Spint.

Pray that believers will discover ther spurtual gifts and will use them to help
strengthen thewr churches.

Ask God to open doors for behevers to witness and prompt them when the
opportunifies come.

Day 15

Praving for Spiritual Growth of Chriztians in Our Community:

Ask God to lead each teacher to rely on him to empower them in being the
best teacher thev can be.

There are students who suffer at home; ask God to prompt the teachers to
pick up on 1t and to know the appropriate response.

Ask God to lead the believing teachers in being a wiiness to those teachers
who don't yet know the Lord

Pray that teachers to be enabled to bmld up students who are “beat-down™
and how to grve them dreams for a better future.

There are students with learning disabalities or whe are delayed m their de-
velopment. Ask God to gmde the teachers mn knowmg how to help each mdi-
vicual student.
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Day 16

Praying for Large Extended Families in the Community:

Some larze extended families are like an unreached people group. The cul-
ture 15 very secular. They may be a close family, ask God to be working
abead, preparmmg hearts to hear the gospel.

Ask God to show off His great power by bringing pecple to Christ from
this resistant group.

Pray that the gospel will begm to spread through this family, and from them
to others.

Day 17

Praying for Children with No Chriztian influence at Home:

These are chuldren for whom Sunday 15 just another day te play. They know
few Bible stomes. They don't know the gospel. Many are “raizing them-
selves 7

What vou grow up with 15 what vou think 1= normal. Pray the Lord wall
work in their lives in such a way that they will grow up knowmg that the
secular home thev came from 15 abnormal.

Ack God to place Chnstian friends m their ves to be a positive influence.
Pray that the Spant will prompt their classmates to invite them to attend
Chnstian events such as church hke Vacation Bible School, Wednesday
might Youth Bible Study, etc.

Pray the Holy Spairit will work in these chuldren’s heaarts, creating a desire to
know Him and to walk with Him.

Dav 18

Praying for Local Christian Buziness Owners:

Pray for hard-working, small business owners, trying to provide a servies
for their community and to make a better life for their chldren.

Azk the Father to gmde them in makmg sound business decizions.

Azk the Father to send them reliable and honest emplovees.

Pray that thewr every honest venture will be blessed with fair profit. Thesze
are the busmesses we need to succeed.

Pray for Christian business owners to use thewr nfluence for Chist.

Day 19
Praying for Thoze Whoe Work in EALS:

Thas 15 stressful work. Pray that God will prompt thems to rest in Him.
Sometimes, thev have to evaluate a situation and think very fast; ask God to
guide them and enable them to quickly remember their fraiming.

Pray for those who are deeply affected from having seen things no one
should bave to see.

A=k God to keep them safe when they are responding to accidents on the
road.

Azk God to give them the right words to show comfort or speakimg with
someone who 15 afraid or dving.

Ack God to save those EMS workers who need Chinist.
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Day 20

Praving for the Local Hospital:

Local hospitals are a significant factor in the econonty of their towns and as
an employer — in addition to taking care of their patients’ health needs.
However, many struggle due to chanpes in government pohey.

County hospitals face many challenges. Pray for the hospitals to find wayvs
to thrive with the lnmited resources thev have.

Azk God to enable local hospitals in recruiting the doctors they need to
serve the community. Sometimes these are hard to find for small towns.
Pray for the Chnistians whe serve as doctors, nurses, admimstrators, staff,
and board members to be empowered m a special way to thmk creatively
and to overcome challenges. Ask God to anomt their efforts.

Azk God to bless our local hospital and to make 1t 2 bleassmg.

Dayv 21

Praving for Hurting Children:

Pray for those chuldren who are being neglected due to their parents being
addicted to drugs or aleohol.

Pray for children who don’t get enough to eat at home.

Pray for children who are being abused — viclently, sexually, or verbally.
Aczk the Father to send Chnshans info the paths of these children whe wail
show them godly love and concerm.

Pray that the Spuot will prompt Christian neighbors and schoolteachers
when thev need to sav or do something.

A=k the Father to send law enforcement to intervens when needed.

Aszk the Father to grve these children a clear picture of Hmself and of the
gospel — in spite of everything that has happened to them — so they wall
come to Christ.

Day 22
Praving for Sizter Churches in our Association:

Azk God to pude each Southern Baptst Church in Eingdom mimstry.
Pray for the churches that are located in commumities with declining popu-
lations. Ask God to direct therr steps.

Evangelism 15 more challenging than if used to be. Ak God to guude each
church i formung a clear strategy to reach people m their communites who
don’t know the Lord.

There are some strong, vibrant churches that could be a great blessing to
sister churches or a partner in a specific work. Ask the Lord to show them
how and to make thern generous.

Some congregations need assistance. Ask God to mopart the lnmmlity to
accept input from the Association or help from a sister church.
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Dayv 23

Praying for Youth League Sports in Our Community:

Bazeball, softball, soccer, travel ball ete. For some, this becomes a re-
placement for the fellowship of their clurch.

Pray for the coaches who have so mmch mfluence in the lies of the players.
Aszk God to make them the nght kind of influence.

Pray that Christian parents will show the kind of commitment to Christ
that sets a good tone m the zroup and sets a good example.

Pray for players who are Christians, that they will influence their team-
mates toward Chrst

Pray for the boards of each sport, that in schedubng practice and game
times they will show respect for the church and for that whach 1= sacred.
Pray for safety for the players.

Day 24

Praying for thoze in our Community Whe Hinder the Gospel and Hurt the
Spiritual Chmate:

Ask God to work in the hearts and minds of those whe:

Involved in the occult

In homes without fathers.

Trapped in substance abuse.

In sexual addiction of some form.

In who abuse their children in some way.

With explosive anger 155ues.

Who are heard-hearted rebels against God.

Azk God to deliver them by the power of the blood of JTesus.

Day 25
Praving for Grandparents REearing Grandchildren:

Grandparents may have to rear their grandchildren for vanous reasons:
Parhaps, thewr children are incapable of parentmg due to an addichion.
Sometimes, the prandparent= are helping a working single mother.

Pray for these grandparents to have the physical energy needed for this.
Azk God to guide them as 155ues anse with thewr grandehildren.

Pray for the Holy Spmit to work m therr adult children engaged in nre-
sponsible bfestyles — that He would cause them to step up and do the nght
thing.

Azk God to provide their needs, considenng the extra expenses this ineurs.
Some of these grandparents aren’t believers.

Ask God to work m thewr minds to show them how Chnist and his church
can make a difference.
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Day 26
Praving for People Who Think of Themselves az Chriztians or as Spiritual,
Though Without a Vital Connection to Chyist:

Prav for people m owr community who would tell vou they are very spiritual
they just don’t believe in organized religion. Ask the Holy Spint to meet them
in their thoughts and reason with them.

Prav for people who have attended church and professed faith in Jesus Christ,
but they are pot m church, and thev don't read thewr Bibles. Ask the Lord to
wake up those who are “professors without being possessors.”

Ask God to work in such people, awzkening a desire within them to see what
the Bible really says, instead of hiding behind rehigious-sounding excuses.
Ask God to cause them to understand that the church 15 the body of Chnst and
you can't expenence the best of one without the other.

Day 27

Praving for the City Government:

Pray for the mayor and for the council members by name. Ask God to guude
them in working together.

Pray for the emploveses at City Hall, in utility services, eto.

Pray for the Police and Fire Departments, and their chiefs.

Ask God to gmde them in doing all they can do with the available resowrces.
Pray that God will send the city honest and conscientions employees as hirmg
needs arise.

Ask God to create such a good spant in owr town that 1t will make 1t an even
better place to live.

Day 28
Praving for Our Loeal High School:

For a large percentage of the town’s population, the hagh school sets the tone
and the calendar.

Pray for the supernintendent and school board to keep the “wenrd stuff” out of
our high school.

Pray for them as, each year, they hire new teachers.

Pray that the supenntendent and school board will bire the nght people as
coaches and leaders of extra-cumicular activities such as chors.

Pray for the Chrisian members of the faculty to set the predominate tone and to
have the greatest nfluence.

Pray that many students, during these voung vears, will be open to the gospel
and will come to Christ.
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Day 29
Praving for Families with a Family Member Who Has a Severe Physical or
Learning Dizability:

When a famuly has a member whose needs drains the efforts of all to take care
of them_ ask God to send mward renewal

Sometimes, this person may be an adult, and their parents are concerned about
how things will work out after they are gone. Ask God to kelp them form a good
plan and, then, not to worry.

Azk the Father to drect each family to the nght available resources.

Pray that churches will have the resources to help them — and they will find that
church which 15 bast for them.

Pray that mstead of this keeping them from Chnst, this circumstance will drawr
them to Christ.

Dav 30

Praving for the Kingdom to Advance in Our Community:

Azk God to bring more people — o thes community —into his kingdom. “Thy
kingdom comes.”

Azk God to promote a spmit within ks people m the community that savs: “Thy
will be done ™

Pray for those who fear what God would do 1f He were in control: Ask God to
show them how their lives would be better with Him in control.

Pray for those who love their zins and prefer their way to God’s way. Ask God
to show them how His way 15 better. Ask the God to show them how His way s
better..

Pray for those who hive self-determired lrves—determined to overses their own
lives (even if in a moral and respectable way). Ask God to show them that He 1=
the Creator, and they are a creature, and they have a duty to thew Creator.
