   From Your Associational   

Missionary 
      Grateful to be Southern Baptist 
Our Southern Baptist Convention just finished 
it’s annual meeting. We sometimes hear of the 
problems, but I would like to take a few mo-
ments and share some of the positives of being 
Southern Baptist.  
   One of our new pastors is Brother M R 
Hamiliton of Clairmont Springs Baptist. He 
served as a church planter for 8 years in Colo-
rado, 5 years at a church plant in Missouri, and 
4 years as the DOM to the state of Wyoming. 
He recently shared how many towns in Wyo-
ming do not even have a church much less a 
Baptist Church. Folks we are talking about a 
state in the United States. As a Southern Bap-
tist I am proud to be a supporter of our North 
American Mission Board, who places and sup-
ports ministers like M R and Katie Hamilton in 
towns that have no church and very little ac-
cess to the GOSPEL.  
   At one of our pastor’s breakfasts brother M R 
shared a point that resonated with me. He 
shared how in China on in any given Sunday 
there is an estimated 500 million Christians 
meeting together. Compare that to the total 
population of the United States, 341 million. 
Gallop estimates that 20% of America attends 
church on any given Sunday. That would equal 
68 million in church. I have often thought of the 
work of Lottie Moon and other missionaries to 
China. Before brother M R shared the 500 mil-
lion, I had often thought we had wasted her, 
and others work.  
   In conclusion, I would like to share Dr. Greg 
Corbin’s (Pastor of Lakeside Baptist Church in 
Birmingham) message summarizing our work 
after the SBC’s Annual Meeting this year. He 
wrote of our Southern Baptist work: "Our SBC 
is solidly conservative in theology. We commis-
sioned 58 new missionaries to the nations. Eve-
ry week 48,000 churches see 2.5 million in Bi-
ble study. This makes the SBC the largest pro-
vider of free Bible teaching in the world. We 
care for 2,500 kids in children’s homes and 
facilitated 600 adoptions in 2024. We have 
20,000 students studying right now in our six 
seminaries. We have the largest ministerial 
training program in the world with six of the ten 
largest seminaries in the world. Baptist colle-
giate ministries on 600 campuses and 10,000 
college students on short term mission projects 
in 2025. We are the world's largest missions 
sending agency. We are the world’s largest 
church planting organization. We are one of the 
largest disaster relief organizations in the world. 
Do I agree with everything and everyone? No. 
However, the SBC is a great force for good 
in this broken world. Count me a grateful 
Southern Baptist."  
   I totally agree with Dr. Corbin. I believe in 
MISSIONS, and I am not aware of any other 
organization or denomination that does more 
missions or missions better than Southern Bap-
tist. Not that others don’t do missions, they do. 
But I am grateful to be a part of our Southern 
Baptist Work! We all know the Great Commis-
sion of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ in Mat-
thew 28:19 “Go ye therefore, and teach all na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: 20 
Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever 
I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you 
always, even unto the end of the world. Amen”.
