For example, Abraham and
Sarah both laughed in unbelief when God told them they would have a son in their old age. God made David the
greatest king of Israel and established an eternal covenant with him even though David came from humble
beginnings and committed egregious sins. Paul had been a persecutor of believers before his conversion. Rahab,
the Canaanite prostitute, is another unlikely person God used to accomplish His plans.
